· Both merit and financial need will be equally considered in the selection process.
· Applications are competitive, and applicants will be assessed on their written statement and supporting documentation.
· The TSRA will convene a selection panel to assess the applications and further information may be sought from applicants if required.
· Applicants will be notified of the success of their application in early March 2024.
